

















TUITION FEES FOR STUDENTS FROM EUROPEAN UNION COUNTRIES





Since September 1998, European Union undergraduate students have been responsible for contributing towards the costs of their tuition in the same way as UK students do.





The maximum contribution in 2004/05 will be £1,150 per year – some students will pay nothing.  Each student's circumstances will be looked at individually by the Government’s Department for Education and Skills (DfES) and they will require information about how much your parents/spouse/you earn. To find out whether you will be required to contribute, you must complete form EU3(N).  This form will be sent to you by UCAS once you have been made an offer of a place to study. If for some reason you do not receive this form please contact the DfES immediately to request it.

Once you have received the EU3(N) form, it is essential that you complete it as soon as possible and return it to the address stated on the form. It is important to recognise that it is your responsibility to complete and return the EU3(N) form to the DfES. 





You will need to support your application for help with the cost of fees by providing certain financial documents. This is explained on the form and on the website above. You should be aware that the maximum you will be asked to pay is £1,125 and the minimum is £0. The following figures give you an indication of how much you or your family may be expected to pay towards your tuition fees.

We estimate that the average cost of living for a 12-month period of study in the UK is £6,500 (£4875 for a 9-month period of study). These figures can vary according to your lifestyle.





If you are on a SOCRATES-ERASMUS exchange scheme, you are exempt from paying a contribution to tuition fees and should therefore not complete the EU application form.  You should ensure that you have written confirmation from your home University that you are a genuine exchange student. If you are on any other exchange scheme, you will be liable for fees and this will be detailed on your offer letter.





Postgraduate tuition fees (EU) for full-time taught and research courses have a tuition fee of £3,010 during the academic year 2004/2005. The MBA (Business) courses will cost £3,600 during 2004/2005. The MA Automotive Design course which is 15-months in duration will cost £3,763 during 2004/5.





SCHOLARSHIPS FOR E.U. STUDENTS








(	ACHIEVEMENT AND PROGRESSION SCHOLARSHIPS





The Award: £1,000 for each year of the first three years of your study programme (excluding sandwich/ industrial placement years), with £500 awarded for any subsequent year of study.





The award will be made in two instalments in mid-December and at the end of April in the form of a cheque providing good academic progress has been made.





Automatic qualification IF:





You are a full-time UK or EU student





You have accepted an offer of a place here at Coventry University on one of our Undergraduate degree programmes (except courses carrying an NHS bursary).





You meet the specified conditional entry requirements notified to you by the University and achieve a minimum 280 UCAS Tariff points or the equivalent in an overseas qualification.











NB. Mainland EU students are NOT eligible for a scholarship if participating in an ERASMUS or SOCRATES scheme and MUST be entering onto the first year of a degree programme.





(	PRE-SESSIONAL ENGLISH





Free tuition for Undergraduate students is available in support of their studies provided they have accepted an offer of a place from Coventry University to enter the first year of a degree programme.





(	LOYALTY BONUS – FOUNDATION STUDENTS





Students progressing from their Foundation programme onto the first year of a Coventry degree are eligible for a £150 loyalty bonus. Foundation students gaining a grade of 70% or more are also eligible for the Achievement and Progression Scholarships (see above).





No formal application for the scholarship is required.
